Each spring the Philharmonic Club of Cadillac provides the opportunity for our students to perform a solo with piano for a judge.  The students perform individually, and will receive comments and a certificate.  Performing can be intimidating, and this is a great opportunity for our students to perform in a non-threatening setting and have a positive performance experience.  Your teacher will be handing out a registration form for each student after Christmas Break.  The fee this year is $12 for each student.  The CSA provides a piano accompanist with MCACA grant funds, so the only cost to you is the registration fee.
